CERTIFICATE OF COMMENDATION OR LETTER OF COMMENDATION

Nominations for this award are to be made by the Advisory Council of the Chapter to which the active DeMolay
belongs, to the Executive Officer for the Jurisdiction, whose duty it shall be to make a thorough investigation of the
facts and submit this recommendation.  The Supreme Council may grant any of the five awards to an Active Member
of the Order of DeMolay who has performed an act of valor in saving or attempting to save the life of a fellow human
being, or who has acted in a heroic manner.

The Supreme Council requires the following evidence supporting this nomination:

A. A statement signed by the Master Councilor or Scribe of the Chapter, certifying that the nominee was a member in good
standing at the time of the act.

B. A statement from the Advisory Council Chairman or the Chapter Advisor, showing the general character and reputation of
the nominee in the community in which he resides.

C. Affidavits of eye witnesses and others as to the facts constituting the claimed act.
D. All newspaper articles published relating to this act.
E. A recent photograph of the nominee in which the head is not less than two inches in length.  The photograph should be in

black and white and should show approximately when it was taken.
